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1. PROPOSAL

1.01 Beginning fall 2003 a regular grading system (i.e., letter grades of A, B, C, D,
and F) will be used to assign grades in all remedial courses (to include ENG
031, MTH 031, MTH 032, and RDG 031). Pending approval, RDG 011 will
be offered in the fall of 2004. Although these classes will not satisfy any of
the graduation requirements, the letter grades will be included in the
calculation of grade point averages for Sam Houston State University.

1.02 Sam Houston State University will continue its existing policy regarding
transfer credit of grades for remedial courses from other institutions.
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
