Women
Clothing
- Matching skirted suit (first best choice)
- Matching pantsuit (second best choice)
- Blazer with a skirt, dress, or slacks
Accessories
 - No heavy makeup
 - No provocative clothing
 - No flashy jewelry
 - No strappy shoes, sandals, or towering heels
 - No big hair or elaborate styles
Men
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 - Matching suit (best choice)
 - Blazer with slacks
 - Sport coat with slacks
 - Shirt with tie and slacks
 - Sweater with slacks
Accessories
 - No provocative clothing
 - No flashy jewelry
 - No short or white socks
 - No wrinkled or soiled clothing
 - Be clean shaven or neatly trimmed 

Everyone
 - No visible body piercings
 - No visible body art; cover tattoos if possible
