	Interest approach: Students will be engaged in an introductory discussion over what they believe is in the foods they eat as far as nutritional requirements on a daily basis.

1. What was in the food you ate today?

2. How does it aid your body in functioning?

3. Now what do you feed a non ruminant animal?

4. How does their body use this feedstuff? 
Next we will apply those same thoughts into ruminant and non ruminant animals.

	This Lesson corresponds with power point slides for non ruminant animal nutrition.

Pigs, as a general rule, eat to satisfy their energy requirements. Protein contained in common monogastric feeds Cereal grains (corn, oats, wheat, etc) as a rule are deficient in protein or more specifically in amino acids.
Bulky (high fiber) feeds such as oats, wheat bran or beet pulp are added to the ration to prevent constipation.
Last 15 minutes students will write in and complete required sections in their SAE record book.
