Interpreting  Feedback
SHSU Practice Exam (ETS/SBEC/TEA Representative Form)
Examinees may receive feedback in two formats:
I) By domain/competency – number missed/total number in that area

II) Overall - Number correct/Total # of items  
I. DOMAIN/COMPETENCY FEEDBACK.  Examinees receiving detailed domain/competency feedback can review the following information to identify areas or preparedness for the actual content exam. Educational Testing Services and SBEC/TEA, who developed the “Representative Form,” intentionally have not determined a “passing score” benchmark, so in turn, SHSU is unable to provide “pass/fail” information.   

1.You will need to read the information across and not down. 

2.The first column is the domain followed by a fraction indicating the number missed (numerator) over the total number of questions for that particular domain/competency (denominator), which is followed by a column that indicates the particular competency for the domain.  The information on the right side lists other important information for you to know.  The first item lists the number of total questions answered correctly for the first domain, followed by the total number of questions answered correctly for the remaining domains (2-5) and finally the total score for your exam. 

3.The higher the numerator (or the closer the top number is to the bottom), the higher the need to review for that particular domain/competency.  Missing a significant number of items in several of the competencies for the domain would indicate a need to review the entire domain to increase knowledge in this area before taking the TExES exam. 

4.Finally, blank spaces for the fraction indicate that you answered all the questions for that particular domain/competency correctly.  

II. OVERALL FEEDBACK. The available software programs used to score and analyze Practice Exams (Representative Form) may not be available for all versions.  Examinees taking these exams will be forwarded overall feedback in a “Number correct/Total # of items” format.  

While the Representative Form developers do not have a passing  score and state that “Results on the Representative Form are not directly comparable to results on the actual test,” examinees can determine the percentage of correct responses by dividing the number of  correct responses by the total number of items (# correct / total # = percentage correct.).
