�How are the students arranged?  Are they in groups?


�List the materials the students will need for this lesson as well as any and all prior knowledge they need to be successful.


�This is to grab the students interest and activate their prior knowledge on your topic. You might want to read a related book or article, ask a thought provoking question, pose a problem, etc.


�List step-by-step how you will teach the lesson.  Include your key points, key questions, directions to activities, etc.  This part is usually pretty long.


�This is not, “Put your books away and get ready for the bell.”  Instead, this part of the lesson is supposed to help the student organize and review the information.


�Cut and paste you objective(s) and finish them with by….


�Formative - Describe how you will monitor the students’ progress as the lesson unfolds.
