This hotel is located at the corner of Wintergreen Road and Interstate 35E, one mile south of Interstate 20.  They have an indoor heated pool, spa, sauna, exercise room and recreation center. Non-smoking rooms are available, as well as handicap accessible rooms.  There is a full-service restaurant and lounge.  They serve a breakfast bar for $6.99, but we are going to serve a continental breakfast at Paul Quinn on Saturday morning.
