• The employment counselors at Career Services provide students at SHSU with 
career advice, help with interviewing, and assistance with preparing a resume.    

• The hours for Career Services are 9a.m.-5p.m., Monday thru Friday, and they 
are located on Bearkat Blvd across the street from King Hall.  

• Career Services has a special room with information on corporate and school 
district job openings; corporate history and benefits can be found here too. 

• The room also has information on student jobs and SHSU staff positions. 
• The counselors who work at Career Services are trained for assisting students 

with interview practice, resume writing, and searching for the right career. 
• Vinessa talked about interview techniques specifically designed for non-

traditional students and the steps to writing a good resume.   
• During the meeting, Vinessa presented a slide show of interview and resume 

writing techniques. 
o The slide show started with basic resume writing tips and advice on 

how to market a well-written resume. 
o She talked about what items to include in a good resume and what 

items to leave off; she also discussed how to handle illegal questions.  
o The slide show went step by step through the eight resume 

components, and demonstrated the process of building a good resume.
