IX. Standard Policies

Each student should be familiar with the standard pohc1es published on my Blackboard
and contained in the University’s Academic Policy Manual. Please consult these
documents for a complete description and ask me if you have any questions. I have
extracted from the full statement a few key elements as a reminder of these policies:

(1) NOTICE TO PERSONS WITH A DISABILITY: It is the policy of Sam Houston
State University that individuals otherwise qualified shall not be excluded, solely by
reason of their disability, from participation in any academic program of the university.
No accommodation can be made until you register with the Counseling Center. There
will be no retroactive accommodations. (2) ACADEMIC DISHONESTY: Any student
found guilty of dishonesty in any phase of academic work will be subject to disciplinary
action. (3) CLASSROOM RULES OF CONDUCT: Students are expected to assist in
maintaining a classroom environment that is conducive to learning. No use of cell phones
(they are to be turned off) or headsets are allowed during class. Laptop computers are to
be used for taking notes only, not for surfing the Internet. (4) VISITORS IN THE
CLASSROOM: 1t is at the instructor’s discretion whether or not he/she will be allowed to
remain. (5) ABSENCE ON RELIGIOUS HOLY DAYS: A student desiring to absent
himself/herself from a scheduled class in order to observe (a) religious holy day(s) shall
present to each instructor involved a written statement concerning the rehglous holy
day(s).
