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GRADES:

Final grades will be determined by performance on five equally weighted tests. Grades
for each test will be based upon the high grade in the class for that test. The high grade
(40 out of 50 will be the lowest I will use) will determine the rest of the distribution as
follows:

90-100% of the highest grade.
80-89% of the highest grade.
70-79% of the highest grade.
60-69% of the highest grade.

Less than 60% of the highest grade.
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The final course grade will be based on a similar distribution, but using the sum of the
high test grades as the standard.

Missed Exams. A missed exam will be made up at the last class period before finals.
No student will be allowed to make up more than one exam. If you take all exams at the
scheduled times, 1 will add 4 points to your lowest test grade (this is the equivalent of one
letter grade), e.g. a low “C” becomes a low “B”, etc.). All students must take the final
as scheduled. Also, note that there will be no opportunities for “extra credit.”

Students will need #2 pencils and “Scan-Tron” answer sheets (#882-ES) for each exam.

ATTENDANCE POLICY:

Attendance will be kept and is expected since tests will include both text and lectures.
Also, at the end of the semester, borderline cases will be decided in your favor only if you
have missed no more than two classes. My definition of being absent is missing the roll
sheet when it comes around. 1f for some reason you need to leave class early, please
let me know before class. Otherwise, please do not leave class early. To leave early
can be very distracting to others in the class.
