Required Readings:

There is no required text for this course. However, outside readings will be assigned on
an as-needed basis. Readings will be placed on Blackboard when possible, or copies
‘will be made available in the PSC.

Obijectives:

Detailed objectives and goals will depend upon the practicum and the trainee.
These will be determined and pursued during individual supervision.

General goals include:

1. To provide students the opportunity to provide clinical psychological services
to a diverse population of clientele.

a. To provide students with an understanding of how therapist and client
culture impacts case conceptualization and intervention.

2. Todiscuss ethical dilemmas which regularly confront practicing clinical
psychologists, both as therapist and supervisor, and develop skills in applying
appropriate ethics codes and personal values to specific cases.

3. To provide students with feedback regarding their intervention skills from both
supervisors and peers.

a. To provide students with feedback regarding the cuitural
appropriateness/competence of their interventions.

4. To develop competency in conceptualizing client strengths and appropriate
areas for intervention, targeting interventions to client conceptualizations, and
presenting treatment plans to colleagues and supervisors




Requirements:

1. Each student will be expected to spend at least eight hours per week at their
assigned practicum site. (time commitment may be greater for those
receiving stipends through their practicum sites.) This should include one
hour of contact with their on-site supervisor.

2. Each student will maintain a record, free from specific identifying
information, of all clients seen, supervisors involved, and additional learning
opportunities afforded on-site.

3. For those students not being directly supervised by a licensed psychologist
at their practicum site, individual supervision will be arranged weekly.

Attendance and Participation:

Because supervision requires regular contact and often time-sensitive
discussion of clinical cases, class attendance is essential. Furthermore,
group supervision is optimal when all group members are present.

Each student will be expected to regularly present clinical cases with which
she or he is working, for purposes of group supervision and discussion.
When at all possible, this will feature audio or videotaped excerpts from
therapy sessions.

Formal Case Presentations: Once per semester students will be expected to conduct
a formal case presentation, consisting of a thorough clinical assessment and treatment
plan. A general case presentation format will be provided later in the semester.

Evaluation: Grades will be officially assigned by the faculty course instructor.
However, strong consideration will be given to feedback and evaluations from the on-
site supervisor. Grades will be determined by the student’s level of professional
behavior, clinical skills, and class participation. Improvement will be considered a
significant factor.



Instructor Evaluations: All students will be asked to complete a course/instructor
evaluation form toward the end of the semester.
