Mentor Award 
If you’d like to nominate your mentor, please submit a one-page essay telling why this mentor 
should be chosen and how has the mentoring experience helped you. Keep the following in 
mind: 
 
A recipient must: 

1. Have been a mentor to students for two long semesters at SHSU 
2. Have been nominated by the student they mentored 

 
 
Mentee (student) Award 
If you’d like to nominate your student, please submit a one-page essay telling why this student 
should be chosen and the changes you have seen in your student as a result of the mentoring 
relationship.  Keep the following in mind: 
 
A recipient must: 

1. Have been mentored by a faculty/staff member for a minimum of one long semester at 
SHSU 

2. Have been nominated by their mentor 
 
 
An awards committee has been formed and members will read each essay to determine as a 
group who the recipients of the $1,000 awards will be.  Award winners will be announced the 
week of April 26, 2010 and a reception honoring all participants will be held during this week.   
 
This is a one year award.  In order for a recipient to receive this award in subsequent years, they 
must be nominated for each year and be selected as the best candidate.
