Rules 

1. Organization must be registered with The Student Activities Department. 
2. The registration deadline is April 3rd at 5:00 p.m. 
3. The deadline for members to submit entries is April 3rd at 5:00 p.m. 
4. The winners are announced April 17th.  
5. Members who have previously submitted entries for their Co-Curricular Transcript will only be counted if their 

entries are updated for the Fall 2007-Spring 2008 school year. 
6. The competition is divided into three divisions:  Small Organizations (5-29 members), Medium Organizations 

(30-59 members), and Large Organizations (60+ members). 
7. The organization that has the highest percentage of members submit entries is awarded the prize. 
8. In the case of a tie, the winner is the organization with the highest total number of entries. 
9. Prizes are $100 for the winner of the small organization division, $200 for the medium, and $300 for the large. 
10. Each organization must use the provided sheet to submit a roster. This will be the official roster used to 

determine what category the organization is in and it will also be used to calculate the organizations final 
percentage.
