Dr. Eglsaer presided in Dr. Payne’s absence.

1.
Wireless @ SHSU.  James Van Roekel gave a demonstration of wireless computer connections and provided a map of campus indicating the buildings with wireless access:  Newton Gresham Library, Academic Building 1, Smith-Hutson Building, Criminal Justice Center, Lowman Student Center, Lee Drain Building, Thomason Building, Evans Complex, and Academic Building 4.
2.
Approval of APC minutes of February 19, 2003.  The minutes were approved as presented.

3.
Council of Academic Deans minutes of February 12, 2003.  The minutes were distributed and discussed.

4.
Mobilization of reservists and National Guard members.  Dr. Eglsaer stated that a letter from the American Council on Education had been received concerning the mobilization of reservists and National Guard members.

Students called to active duty have their academic progress disrupted.  During previous call-ups, institutions responded with policies that returned tuition, provided course completion at later dates, and otherwise showed flexibility to ensure that no service member suffered a loss of funds or educational opportunity because he or she was called to serve our country. . . . The federal government has never legislated in this area, in part, because of the cooperation and sensitivity shown by higher education institutions in assisting these students.

It has been the policy at SHSU to comply with the spirit of this request insofar as those reservists that have been called up received a full tuition refund.  Mr. Dunning indicated that this policy is currently being followed.
5.
Research Enhancement Fund Awards FY 2003-04.  Dr. Plishker presented recommendations from the University Research Council for research enhancement fund awards for FY 2003-04.  There were 31 proposals submitted for Research Enhancement Fund Awards and 13 were awarded funding (7 awards for research and 6 for professional development).  There were 16 proposals submitted for Faculty Support Fund Awards and 9 were awarded funding.  The motion was made and seconded to endorse the recommendations.  The vote was 12 yes and 1 abstention.

2005-2006 academic calendar; revised calendars for spring and summer II 2004, fall 2004, and spring and summer II 2005.  At the February 19, 2003, APC meeting, Mr. Dunning reported that, at the request of APC, he had visited with Joellen Tipton, Director of Residence Life, concerning keeping the residence halls open through commencement.  Mr. Dunning was asked to obtain from Ms. Tipton the exact wording to be used and a description of how and where the communication would be advertised.
