·  I will have different hand saws that can be used in wood working and metal fabrication on the materials table.   The students will take their seats and we will start the class period by looking at the different edges and teeth that are on each saw blade.

· The lecture will begin by using PowerPoint with detailed pictures of the different leaf margins.   We will discuss the different margins and how they compare to each other.
Application:
· The class will review the leaf margins as a whole by using pictures on the PowerPoint presentation. 
Evaluation:
· After completing the brief lesson of leaf margins, the class will participate in an activity.   The fresh cut leaves will have different shapes, margins, arrangements and venation patterns.   The students will use the leaves as a tool for imprinting on white paper.   Each student will have to imprint a leaf using each of these characteristics.   The students will place the leaf on the table and place their paper on the top.   Using the crayons, the students will color over the leaves onto the white paper.
