	 1. Link – Students will have prior knowledge of the basics of the ruminant digestive system.

2. Warm- Up: Have students list the components of a ruminant digestive system and list functions of each. 

TRANSITION – Today, we’re going to begin our ruminant digestive system more in depth.

Objective 1: Slide 3 Define the functions of ruminant animals.
First ask if students know the functions of the digestive system in ruminant animals. Students will be given the functions of the ruminant within the PowerPoint. 

Objective 2: Slides 4-9 Analyze ruminant digestive system. 

Students will be asked if they can describe the role of the digestive system and will be given the correct definition. 

Objective 3: Slide 10-16: Analyze the first two components of the digestive system of ruminant animals.
Ask if students can list and describe the first components of the digestive system.  Show pictures of each. 

Students will be able to identify the digestive system of ruminant animals and will be asked to describe each one. 
	The students will be given a notes packet at the beginning of the class period and will be expected to follow along throughout the PowerPoint.  The will be expected to fill in the empty blanks as we go through the PowerPoint.
