	1. Link – In previous animal science classes, students have discussed monogastric (non-ruminant) animals.  We will go more in depth and explain more of the monogastric digestive system. 

2. Warm-Up.  

What parts make up the stomach of a monogastric?

What are some types of animals that are monogastric?

TRANSITION – Today, we’re going to try to think about these things in the context of designing lesson plans discuss animals that are considered monogastric, along with the parts of a monogastric stomach, and enzymes in monogastrics. 

Objective 1: Slides 6-7 Evaluate animals that are monogastric
First, I will ask the students if they can list to me any types of monogastric animals.  Then, we will identify different animals that are labeled as being monogastric.

Objective 2: Slides 8-11 Analyze the components of a monogastric stomach. 
We will discuss the components that are involved in the monogastric stomach. The four components. 

Objective 3: Slides 12-13 Interpret the parts and functions of monogastric digestive system
Here we will discuss the importance of the small and large intestines of monogastic animals. 

Objective 4:Slide 14 Analyze the enzymes in a monogastic
Listed on this slide is a list of enzymes you find in a monogastric anmal.  We will go into great detail of these enzymes.
