The Instructional Plan

Advanced Animal Science – Unit 7
Describe the activities you will use in each phase of the plan using the 5 “E” model and determine the assessment tasks, standards for student work, and measurable goals.
ENGAGE: The students will think about the body systems that they have learned about in this class. Within their group, they will discuss their functions, the parts, and how they all work together to allow the body to function properly.
EXPLORE: The students will be asked to identify which system has not been discussed yet. Once they identify that it is the reproductive system, the students will brainstorm as to how this system fits into the body and what function is has.
EXPLAIN: The students will determine the definition of certain words. They are: reproduction, gamete, sexual, asexual, meiosis, chromosome, diploid, haploid. They will write the word and definition, according to a reliable source. 
 ELABORATE: In order for the students to build on their knowledge of how the reproductive system and the cells involved are created, the students will participate in the “Meiosis Tutorial”. This can be done individually among students, or it can be done as a class on the projector.
