Observational Reports    J.C. complained of a headache twice today, 
       M.N. may need help with grooming. 
 
Structured Situational    M.C> has been absent 10 days in 6 weeks. 
       PM. Has been on time for work all month. 
 
Environmental Assessment M.C. is expected to prepare the evening  

meals for 5 people every evening at home. 
 N.L. will be expected to complete probability
