the individual. Studio art majors choose either the 2D track or the 3D track, and focus on
painting, drawing, and printmaking, or sculpture and ceramics. Digital media is incorporated
and creating hybrid forms is encouraged. Students develop ideas and produce a body of work
that has a personal direction. Seniors learn professional practices leading to an exhibition. The
program prepares students for careers as artists or to pursue graduate studies.

REQUIREMENTS

Students must pass the BFA Portfolio Review after completing 15 hours of ARTS foundation
courses. Students must maintain a 3.0 GPA in SHSU ARTS courses to graduate with a BFA.
Students are required to purchase a laptop specified for the BFA in Studio Art. For more
information, visit shsu.edu/laptopinitiative.
