Rules of the Contest
1. All applicants must be enrolled in the WASH Program at Sam Houston State University in the spring 2019
semester.

2. The contest is open to any of the following art mediums: paint, sculpture, sketches, digital art, still images
and photography.

3. Work must be professionally presented and ready to install. (If you have questions about this requirement
please contact Professor Valerie Powell in the WASH program).

4. All submissions must include a title, and a brief synopsis (50 - 100 words) explaining the themes of the book
that are interpreted in the artwork (see the Submission Form below).

5. A student may submit up to three entries.
6. Physical pieces must fit through the LSC Art Gallery door.
Judging Criteria

All submitted pieces which are in compliance with the rules of the contest will be judged based on relevance to
themes in the book, how thought-provoking the piece is, and aesthetic/artistic appeal.
