	Text32: The purpose of this journal-ready dissertation was to determine the degree to which differences were present in school accountability ratings and progress measures by the experience of principals.  In the first study, the degree to which differences were present in accountability rating as a function of the average campus principals’ years of experience with the district was examined.  The extent to which differences existed in STAAR Reading progress levels as a function of the average campus principals’ years of experience with the district was analyzed in the second study.  Finally, in the third study, the degree to which differences were present in STAAR Mathematics progress levels as a function of the average campus principals’ years of experience with the district was addressed.  In each of these studies, data from a Texas statewide dataset were analyzed.
