The Men of the North were cast as barbarians who plundered their way across the known
world during the enigmatic Viking Age, which prevailed for almost 300 years between
the 8th and 11th centuries. They sailed on dragon ships from Norway to settle in Scotland
around A.D. 800—in Jarlshof on the Shetland Islands and in the Hebrides, where over
one hundred villages are still known by their originally settled Norse names, solidifying the
enduring historic link between Norway’s Vikings and Scotland’s clans. Some of Scotland’s
best-known clans—the Clan Donald and Clan MacLeod—came from Norse ancestry,
influencing the distinct dialects still spoken today on the Orkney and Shetland Islands.
The nuances and rich histories of these two complex and deeply intertwined cultures

This evening, enjoy a storyteller’s
performance of traditional
Scottish tales.

Lerwick/Shetland Islands
Day 6

Dock in Lerwick and travel

to the island’s southernmost
point as you pass through the
rural townships of Fladdabister




Shetland ponies

with a view of the magnificent
Mousa Broch—weather
permitting—the tallest and best
preserved broch in the world.
Visit the archaeological site

of Jarlshof, pending UNESCO
designation, uncovered by a
violent storm in the winter of
1896 10 1897. See the remains
of more than 5,000 years

of human history, including an
Iron Age broch and wheelhouse,
late-Neolithic stone houses,

a Bronze Age village, Norse
longhouses, and a 16th-century
laird’s house. Look for sightings
of Shetland’s famous ponies on
the way back to the ship. (,L,D)
